The aim of the study was to reveal the real troubles of Hungarian educators in the state
education sector, the nature of these problems and how they have affected the formative role
of the teacher. The teachers' problems were connected with existence, skills and material or
professional uncertainty. The implications of the research could be applied mainly in teacher
training, especially in the intellectual and existential preparation of pre-service teachers.

2 Aim of the Research

The aim of the research was to reveal the real problems of the pedagogues after the turn of the
century, what these problems are, how stressful they are and how they do impact on the
changing teacher role. In the meantime the teacher has remained alone in fulfilling
expectations and meeting requirements, and was liable to go along his or her way without
support.

3 Research Question

Ever since the pedagogical researches had started there have appeared many monitors,
surveys, data and reports about the actual matters, issues and problems of the teachers and
teacher activities. However, these previous examinations were structured or set up on the base
of assumptions of researchers. The possible problem-framing was quite hypothetical and
suggested the presuppositions of the inventors of questions, not that of the involved teachers.
This study has supposed in the research that there were existential problems that have been in
the forefront of teacher thinking — including skills, lack of conformity to practical demands,
material and financial uncertainness. The survey focused on finding the problems that are
primary for the educators. An important factor in the examination was that the teachers should
share their views upon their opinion and how these problems have occurred in the classroom
situations.

4 Methodology

The methodological characteristic of the survey was the technique of the teachers' voice, data
collecting with qualitative methods: via observation of teachers, their classroom activities,
utterances. Pre-service students had been collecting data in almost 49 settlements and 169
schools. Students were given the task of listing the noticeable problems of teachers, upon their
observation and declaration of the pedagogues. Each of the students had participated in 10
lessons. Then they recorded these observations. After the analysis of the documents the
researcher categorized and enrolled the typical problems and items. The following categories
have been compounded: pedagogical, societal, and existential ones. The categories were
determined upon a societal-ontological consideration as these categories have been either
constituent or forming facts of a societal subsystem.

5. Results

1. The understandable explanation, the transmission of knowledge, the making
understandable of curriculum was considered as the most important activities, by
teachers.

2. The teachers considered the shaping the learning habits of the students as the most
problematic.

3. The disciplining (e.g. maintaining order in the classroom); the shaping of the
students' learning habits, the teacher routines and the declaration of the expectations for
students proved to be least important.

4. The development of personal, good contact, its existence with students was
experienced as little difficult as the declaration of the expectations and its pertinence,



and cooperation with colleagues and finally the diverse application of the teacher
styles.

5. There is not a considerable difference according to the respondents’ gender in
considering how the teacher activities were problematic.

6. With the exception of an age group, the examined age groups evaluate the teacher
activities as same problematic.

7. Teachers with practice on several levels of teaching considered the teachers’ tasks
less problematic.

8. The pedagogues evaluated the teacher activities rather important than difficult,
averagely.

9. There was not a substantive difference between the judgments of the teachers’
activities: the all asked tasks have been considered equally important and just as
difficult, by the participants.

6. Implementations

It is possible to apply the results in teacher education, in the vocational, mental-hygienic and
existential in preparing of the educator-candidates. The inferences may direct the attention to
the cognition of the teacher language and onto the importance of its understanding. This
specific language may not be the obstacle of the teachers' asking what the authentic teacher
performance means and what is heavy in its realization. The highlighting of the self-reflection
— for which the hearing of the teacher's voice is one of the components — can be the bridge
between the research and the practice.
