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THE NOBEL PEACE PRIZE
FOR 2012

The Norwegian Nobel Committee
has decided that the Nobel Peace Prize for
2012 is to be awarded to the European
Union (EU). The union and its forerunners
have for over six decades contributed to
the advancement of peace and
reconciliation, democracy and human
rights in Europe.

In the inter-war years, the Norwegian
Nobel Committee made several awards to
persons who were seeking reconciliation
between Germany and France. Since
1945, that reconciliation has become a reality. The dreadful suffering in World War I
demonstrated the need for a new Europe. Over a seventy-year period, Germany and France
had fought three wars. Today war between Germany and France is unthinkable. This shows
how, through well-aimed efforts and by building up mutual confidence, historical enemies can
become close partners.

In the 1980s, Greece, Spain and Portugal joined the EU. The introduction of
democracy was a condition for their membership. The fall of the Berlin Wall made EU

membership possible for several Central and Eastern European countries, thereby opening a
new era in European history. The division between East and West has to a large extent been
brought to an end; democracy has been strengthened; many ethnically-based national
conflicts have been settled.

The admission of Croatia as a member next year, the opening of membership
negotiations with Montenegro, and the granting of candidate status to Serbia all strengthen
the process of reconciliation in the Balkans. In the past decade, the possibility of EU
membership for Turkey has also advanced democracy and human rights in that country.

The EU is currently undergoing grave economic difficulties and considerable social
unrest. The Norwegian Nobel Committee wishes to focus on what it sees as the EU’s most
important result: the successful struggle for peace and reconciliation and for democracy and
human rights. The stabilizing part played by the EU has helped to transform most of Europe
from a continent of war to a continent of peace.

The work of the EU represents “fraternity between nations"”, and amounts to a form of
the "peace congresses" to which Alfred Nobel refers as criteria for the Peace Prize in his
1895 will.

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A tagallamok allam- és kormanyféi — december 13-an, szokasos év
végi briisszeli lilésiikon — z6ld utat adtak az euroovezeti bankunié
letrehozasanak.

Az Uni6 pénzugyminiszterei december 13-an a hajnali érakban megallapodasra jutottak, az
EU vezetdi pedig még aznap aldasukat adtak a bankunio létrehozasara.
A megallapodas értelmében az Eurdpai Kdzponti Bank (EKB) — talan mar 2014 januarjatol —
kozvetlen felligyeletet fog gyakorolni az euré6vezetben mikddd pénzintézetek felett. A
tervek szerint az eurdézéna tagallamaiban mikédé bankok tartoznak majd az egységes
feligyeleti mechanizmus hatalya ala, azonban mas unidés orszagok elétt is nyitva all a
csatlakozas lehet6sége.
José Manuel Barroso, a Bizottsag elndke Udvozolte a megallapodast, mely szerinte az EU és
az eurdzona tagjainak tettrekészségérél tesz tanubizonysagot. Mint mondta: ,Nem fogjuk
tlrni, hogy az eurddvezetben mikédéd hatezer bank kézil akar egy is megfelelé feligyelet
nélkil maradjon”.
A kovetkez6 1épésben meg kell dllapodni a banktdke-kovetelményekrél, és egységesiteni kell
az egyes tagallamok bankszanalasi és letétbiztositasi szabalyait. A Bizottsag 2013-ban
javaslatokat fog el6terjeszteni ezeknek a célkitizéseknek a gyakorlati megvaldsitasara
vonatkozdan.
A csucstalalkozén sz6 esett tovabba arrél a novemberben eléterjesztett tervrél is, amely a
gazdasagi és monetaris unié elmélyitését célozza. A tervben a Bizottsag kijeldli az utat a
telies gazdasagi, monetaris, koltségvetési és politikai integracié felé. Szorosabb
koordinaciora van szukség ezeken a teruleteken ahhoz, hogy a tagallamok 6sszehangolt
valaszintézkedéseket hozhassanak az EU-szerte jelentkez6 gazdasagi problémakra, és
ezaltal hathatésabban fel tudjanak Iépni velik szemben.
A terv szerint az EU-nak az elkdvetkezend6 18 honapban:

végre kell hajtania a gazdasagi és koltségvetési iranyitas javitasat célzd, mar elfogadott

(vagy elfogadasra varé) reformokat;

kozOs szabalyokat kell Iétrehoznia a pénzugyi nehézségekkel kiuszkodd bankok

megsegitésére vonatkozoéan;

el kell fogadnia a 2014—-2020-as id6szakra sz6l6 unids koltségvetést.



José Manuel Barroso, a Bizottsag elndke az EU allam- és kormanyféihez intézett
beszédében hangsulyozta, hogy surgésen intézkedni kell a tervben foglaltak megvaldsitasa
érdekében. Felszolitotta az unids orszagokat, hogy folytassak a megkezdett reformokat.

A Bizottsag elndke felkérte tovabba az EU vezetbit, hogy allapodjanak meg a gazdasagi és
monetaris unio elmélyitésének lépéseirdl. A Bizottsag azt szeretné, ha ezek az elképzelések
az EU alapszerzddéseibe is belekeriinének, ezért a terv a szerzédések ilyen iranyu
modositasat javasolja. A tagallamok altal létrehozandé U egyltimiikddési keretben a
gazdasagi fegyelem és felelésségvallalas mellett a szolidaritds elvének is megfelel6en
érvényesilnie kell.

Tervében a Bizottsag kifejti, hogy a tényleges gazdasagi és monetaris unié kiépitése mellett
donté orszagoknak gyorsabban és hatarozottabban kell cselekednilk, mint az EU
egészének, ugyanakkor tiszteletben kell tartaniuk a mind a 27 tagallamot érinté unios
szakpolitikakat.

A talalkozo résztvevdi arra kérték a Bizottsagot, hogy 2013 juniusaig terjesszen el6 konkrét
javaslatokat és Utemtervet a tennivaldkra vonatkozéan.

A december 13-14-i csucstalalkozé résztvevdi a gazdasagi kérdések mellett megvitattdk az
uniés tagsag iranti kérelmeket, valamint kulpolitikai és védelmi kérdésekrdl is targyaltak. A
Bizottsag azon munkalkodik, hogyan lehetne hatékonyabba és versenyképesebbé tenni
Eurdpa védelmi agazatat.
